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Polus Center Cluj – the largest shopping center in Transylvania

Polus Center Cluj represents a state-of-the-art urban concept. 

The center has been developed by the Hungarian company Trigranit, which is the third largest property developer in Europe and is owned by Immofinanz, the largest listed property company in Austria with a focus on investments in Central and Eastern Europe. The management of the center is ensured by EHL Real Estate Romania SRL, a professional company that also manages two other projects owned by Immofinanz in Romania: Gold Plaza Baia Mare and Polus Center Constanţa (is still in the development phase). The project has been designed so that it brings together the best retail selection, service offer and entertainment opportunities, in an elegant, clean and safe environment. Polus Center Cluj is the largest Romanian multifunctional complex built on a single level and also the largest commercial centre in Transylvania. 

The complex aims to reproduce the centre of a city, but under a single roof. Everybody who comes to Polus, children, teenagers, families, will find everything they need. Polus Center comprises a full range of services, starting from shops, cafés, meeting and resting places, up to banks, post offices or pharmacies. Once you enter Polus, there is nothing you can’t find there. 

Location
The commercial center is fully benefiting from its location in the middle of Transylvania, one of the regions in Central and Eastern Europe having the highest economical growth rate on the last years. Placed in the West of Cluj-Napoca municipality, Polus has contributed to the crystallization and defining of an urban development area, that was already in an accelerated expansion process at the moment of the inauguration of  the commercial complex. 

Cluj is the largest city located between Budapest and Bucharest, having a population of over 300.000 inhabitants. Besides them, 80.000 young people come to Cluj every year to study in the universities and colleges hosted by the city. Around 270.000 people can reach Polus in 15 minutes, while 700.000 people are in the expanded neighborhood area, which means that they can reach the commercial center in 40 minutes (by car). As well, considering the size and notoriety of the project, Polus Center constantly attracts a high number of customers from the large cities located near Cluj: Oradea, Baia-Mare, Satu Mare, Alba Iulia, Târgu-Mureş, Zalău, Bistriţa etc. The Center is also privileged by the fact that it is situated on DN 1 (E60), one of the main connection roads between Romania and the West of Europe. 

Polus Center Cluj will also benefit from its proximity to the Transylvania Highway, in construction, which will link Romania to the European network of highways. Transylvania Highway will have a junction point with DN1, located at only 10 km from Polus. Starting from the same point, an urban highway is designed, which will also pass nearby Polus. This will link the real-estate development area from the West side of Cluj with the industrial development area from the East side of the city. 

Architecture 
The Polus Center Cluj building combines the design of the 21st century with the specific Transylvanian spirit. The towers decorating the building resemble the medieval citadels and castles, so characteristic to Transylvania. The specific environment is enforced by the incorporation in the building’s design of some Roman artifacts discovered here during the construction works. Thus, the important values of the local community and its history have become an integrant part of the architectural concept. The building combines aesthetics with functionality. Natural light and green areas are happily combined with water games and an artificial river which contribute to the definition of a refreshing environment. Customers roam along a route of stores and service areas, conceived to be as comfortable as possible. A zone for special events was also created, where customers can experience memorable moments. 

Last but not least, the generous parking place of Polus Center Cluj prevents any kind of inconvenience related to the lack of an adequate place where one can safely leave their cars in. 

Construction 
The construction of the multifunctional complex took 15 months, and the result of the efforts submitted within this period have been materialized in the actual building, which is compact but also full of diversity. The general contractor of the works was the Hungarian company Arcadom, traditional partner of TriGranit. The value of the construction contract represented 60 million Euros, from the total of 140 million Euros of the Polus investment. 

The total area of the building yard has covered 27,7 hectares, while the effective building was built on a surface of 75.100 square meters. At the same time, Polus has the largest parking in Cluj, with 2.500 places. 

In order to facilitate car access, the constructor has built a grade-crossing connecting DN1 (E60) with the commercial center. Under the grade-crossing, there is a two lane road, in order to ease the traffic on the national road. The entire road settlement (grade-crossing + road) cost over 5 million Euros, and in the end it has been passed under the property and administration of the Romanian State. 

Archaeological discoveries 
Six thousand years of history have emerged during the settlement of the commercial center. Basically, the Polus site was doubled by another site, that of archaeologists. From September 2006 until May 2007, it was the largest archaeological site in Romania, where all the specialists of the National History Museum from Transylvania were involved, with the support of researchers from the Archaeology and Art History Institute from Cluj. The complexity of the research has also imposed inter-disciplinary studies, such as measurements regarding the electric resistivity of the field, geology, fauna or anthropology studies. 

Polus Center has permanently supported the archaeologists’ work. The contract signed with the National Transylvanian History Museum for the discharge of archaeological responsibility of the site reached 200.000 Euros. The total amount invested by Polus in the archaeological site, including the payment of workers, logistic services etc., reached 1,2 million Euros. 

The reward was worth the investment. Sensational discoveries kept the first page of newspapers and became the feast of specialists. The sumptuous tomb of a Gepide princess or that of two young lovers (later called  “Romeo and Juliet from Polus”) dating 3.300 years ago, were just a few of these discoveries. 
The archaeologists did not hesitate to label the discoveries from Polus as being the most important from Transylvania in the last decades. Therefore, the most important pieces have been reconditioned and aggregated in the exhibition “Polus - lost history, retrieved history”, which was varnished at the National History Museum of Transylvania, on the 22nd of February 2008. 

The partnership between Polus and archaeologists will not stop here. In the near future, on the side to the city of the commercial center, an archaeological park will be installed, which keeps „in situ” three funeral monuments, having an exceptional value, dating from the ancient era. 

Commercial offer 
The success recipe of the commercial center is based on a balanced combination of trademarks and products, the center offering thus one of the best brand mixes in Romania, brands which are spread on a leasable surface of 62.884 square meters. The customers benefit from the presence of an international level hypermarket, Carrefour, spread on a total surface of 14.484 square meters. There are over 200 shopping, food and entertainment locations in Polus Center, including over 20 merchandising retail units and kiosks. 

Among the brands represented in Polus Center Cluj, in large spaces, we mention: Decathlon (3.443 square meters), Domo ( 2.959 square meters), Media Galaxy (2.065 square meters), C&A (1.523 square meters), Zara (1.501 square meters), Hervis (1.468 square meters), New Yorker (1.451 square meters), Piazza Italia (841 square meters), Debenhams (808 square meters), Gameworld (720 square meters),  Intersport (705 square meters), Oviesse (607 square meters), Kenvelo (580 square meters), Takko Fashion (545 square meters), Pull & Bear (496 square meters), Deichmann (478 square meters),  Bershka (474 square meters).
Besides these, other famous brands are to be found in Polus Center: Lacoste, Gant, Mustang Jeans, Ecco, Mango, Motivi, Adidas, Sephora, Reebok, Lotto, Swarovski, Oxette.
Cluj is considered to be the second financial and banking center of Romania. Therefore, there is no wonder that no less than six banks have opened agencies within Polus Center: Banca Transilvania, BCR, BRD, OTP Bank, Millennium Bank and MKB Romexterra. 

The restaurants, cafés and food-court of Polus Center are meant to satisfy the most pretentious tastes. International chains such as McDonald’s, KFC or Pizza Hut are, of course, present. Those who like exotic food can go to „7 wonders” while those who want to enjoy a home cooked meal can try LunchBox. Cafés having a friendly, sophisticated or business look are placed in all the areas of the shopping center. 

Meeting place 
Polus Center Cluj asserted itself as a friendly and hospitable space for those who wish to spend time in a quality environment, in order to relax or socialize, for shopping or just for fun. At Polus, something is happening all the time: concerts with well known Romanian and foreign performers, fashion shows, rally shows, dance contests, car exhibitions, editorial events, classical music concerts, shows for children etc. 

As everybody knows, people from Cluj are the biggest cinema-goers in Romania, and Polus couldn't have neglected the local community`s affection for the seventh arts. Even before the grand opening, Polus Center has actively been involved as a supporter of the Transylvania International Film Festival`s (TIFF), 2007 edition. In the same idea, Polus Center inaugurated a modern multiplex cinema, operated by the Greek company Odeon Cineplex. The eight halls of the cinema have a total of 1802 places, and 2.996 square meters. They benefit from the latest audio and video technologies. The halls have between 183 and 256 places.
In order to help customers orientate, the hundreds of meters of traffic space have been given names of personalities having resonance inside the community. For example, our customers can start their incursion in Polus world, on Constantin Brâncuşi Street, and can walk on some of the most well known streets in Cluj:  Henri Coandă, Mihai Viteazu, Regele Ferdinand, Bolyai Janos, Ştefan cel Mare, Victor Babeş, Nicolae Grigorescu, Nicolae Bălcescu or Mihai Eminescu, to finish on George Coşbuc Street. For the two main markets of the commercial centers, two royal names have been reserved: Matei Corvin and Carol the first, inspired by the two remarkable personalities of the Romanian, Hungarian and German history, the three communities which define Transylvania. 

Fun for kids
Children can always find a good time at Polus Center.  The two especially designed children’s areas transform the visit at Polus into an adventure for the young ones, who can enjoy toboggans, giant castles and many other fun games, all in a safe and friendly environment.


“Play Park” is a state-of-the-art playground situated in the food court area. Parents who come here for shopping can leave their children at the playground under the careful supervision of well trained staff. “Play Park” has a surface of 72(6x12) square meters and the figurines and all other accessories are built from soft materials for maximum safety. They meet the highest international standards in the business. “Play Park” represents an investment of over 200.000 Euros and was built by the Canadian firm Klondike, one of the most prestigious companies in this field of business. The playground is available for children age 6-7 and the trained staff is provided by “Boom Party”.


Happy Park is another very popular playground. It is also the largest playground in town, having a double deck labyrinth, toboggans, giant building cubes, a pool filled with balls, a giant inflatable castle and many other fun toys. Happy Park represents a challenge for the kids, making it impossible for them to get bored. Kindergartens, schools and large groups benefit from discounts all throughout the year. Happy Park provides supervision services while the parents are shopping. Also, birthday parties for the young ones can be organized at Happy Park. Thus, the time spent at Happy Park will definitely be an unforgettable experience for each child.


Besides the two playgrounds, Polus Center Cluj organizes different events for children throughout the year, events which combine fun with educational activities.
The Polus Radio station
Radio Polus is the first radio in Romania that broadcasts simultaneously in a shopping center and online, all this being done at the highest standards that one can expect from any national radio station (FM). 
This concept was born from the desire to offer the center’s tenants a means to communicating directly with the customers and to offer the center’s clients a pleasant and fun environment.
